DISTRIBUTING FOOD FOR OUR FUTURE 
COUNTY SUMMARY AND INFORMATION BREAKDOWN
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Our food bank’s vehicles transport food from our warehouse in Buffalo, NY, to 
distribution sites in Cattaraugus County.  From there, our 27 member agencies, 
comprised of food pantries, emergency shelters and other charitable organizations, 
provide food to individuals in need in their communities. 

CATTARAUGUS COUNTY

The Food Bank of WNY delivers food to our Chautauqua County distribution site in 
Jamestown, NY. From there, we transport food directly to our 45 Chautauqua County 
member agencies through our Partners Fighting Hunger Program, which in turn 
provides food to families in need. 

The Food Bank of WNY provided a dock ramp to make our deliveries more efficient.

CHAUTAUQUA COUNTY

Beginning January 2013, we implemented a Direct Delivery Program at most of our 
222 member agencies located in Erie County.  Our agencies, along with dedicated 
volunteers, receive food more efficiently, and in turn, children, elderly and families in 
need are served more effectively.
